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DAY 1 | Arrival in NARVIK 

Arrival at Harstad/Narvik Airport (EVE) according to your own
itinerary (flight reserved by your agency). Transfer to your hotel
in Narvik city center.

The city of Narvik is surrounded by majestic mountains and is
perfect for both mountaineering and skiing. The skies in Narvik
are especially clear and great for observing the northern lights
in the late autumn, winter and early spring.

DAY 2 | NARVIK 

Ride the Arctic Train from the Port of Narvik to the Swedish
border and back. The Ofoten Line is Norway's northernmost
railway, moving through a unique, beautiful, and changing
landscape from fjords to high mountains. Several historical
events form a dramatic backdrop for the experience.

DAY 3 | NARVIK 

Drive towards Bardu for a day with happy huskies and friendly
hosts on a local farm. Drive your own team of dogs through
snow-covered forests and on icy rivers with views to fantastic
mountains. Afterwards enjoy a delicious home-cooked lunch
prepared of the farm’s organic products, and listen to
storytelling of the Sami people and their culture in the North.

Drive from Narvik to Svolvær in Lofoten through amazing
landscapes, mountains and fjords.

DAY 5 | LOFOTEN 

Experience the magnificent Lofoten from the sea side on board
a fishing boat. The tour takes you to the Vestfjord, and further
into a beautiful fjord landscape around the Trollfjord. If you are
lucky, you will see the sea eagle and even whales (killer whales,
humpback whales). Enjoy a light lunch on board.

In the evening enjoy dinner at the hotel, before departing to
Northern Lofoten and search of one of the planet's most
amazing and volatile natural phenomena on a Northern Lights
Experience.

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DAY 6 | LOFOTEN

Set on a day trip through breathtaking landscapes on Lofoten.

Visit Lofotr Viking museum at Borg and meet the Vikings, taste
the food and feel the history. Lofotr is placed at the location of
the largest house from the Viking age and is a full-scale
reconstruction of a Viking chieftain's house, After an exciting
tour at the museum, enjoy „Lammesodd“ lunch at the museum,
participate in rituals and feel the spirit of the Viking age.
Continue over the amazing landscapes to the tiny picturesque
fisherman village Nusfjord. Enjoy dinner with fresh seafood and
take a stroll in the village before heading back to Svolvær for
overnight. With some luck, you may experience the Northern
Lights on your way.
